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Abstract

At the end of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century, faced with the national crisis
of internal and external troubles, intellectuals in the late Qing Dynasty began to imagine and con-
struct a modern nation-state. Cai Yuanpei and his political novel “New Year’s Dream” show the
scene of Confucian utopia of great unity, reflecting the integration of traditional Confucianism and
socialism. However, Cai Yuanpei still reveals the tendency of “Civilized Hierarchy” in his novels,
and is unable to adhere to the subjectivity of Chinese history itself. This is closely related to the
hybridization of Chinese and Western characteristics of Cai Yuanpei’s own thought.
